PRICING

21. Pricing must remain firm for the entire one year contract period.

29.  All qualified applicants will receive consideration for employment without regard to race, color,
religion, sex, sexual orientation, gender identity, national origin, disability, or status as a protected
veteran.

Vendors must accept responsibility for verification of material availability, production schedules, and
other pertinent data prior to submission of proposal and delivery time. It is the responsibility of the
vendor to notify the BOPC immediately if materials specified are discontinued, replaced, or not
available for an extended period of time.

The successful vendor will be responsible for replacing any and all items the BOPC determines to be
in unacceptable condition, at no cost to the BOPC. This includes shipping cost for returning non-
functional items for replacement.

The successful vendor must function as the single point responsibility for the BOPC regardless of any
sub-contract arrangements for all products and services provided.

The respondent selected must agree to indemnify and hold the BOPC harmless from and against all
liability, losses, damages, costs, expenses (including attorney fees), interest, and penalties arising out
of or resulting from the negligence or willful act or omissions of the vendor's employees, agents,
servants or contractors engaged in service related to this project. The only exception to this is to the
extent such acts or omissions are based on and caused by reliance on any written information supplied
by the BOPC.

The successful vendor shall provide garage keeper’s insurance in the amount equal to the value of
KCPD vehicles in their possession or on their premises. The successful vendor will also provide a
certificate of insurance noting the Board of Police Commissioners as additional insured.

TERMINATION OF CONTRACT

The successful vendor will permit cancellation by the BOPC for any good cause upon thirty (30) days
written notice. Such cancellation shall require approval by the BOPC. The Financial Services Unit
Commander may suspend this contract pending subsequent approval of cancellation by the BOPC.
Examples of good cause are:
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A. Major changes in user requirements.

B. Repeated unsatisfactory service performed by the successful Vendor, that is not rectified
within a reasonable period of time.

C. Unforeseen cancellation of a program.

FAILURE TO PERFORM

In the event the successful vendor fails to perform in accordance with the terms and conditions
of this proposal, or if applicable, in the event the relationship between the vendor and the
manufacturer is terminated and the vendor is unable to perform in accordance with the terms
and conditions of this proposal, the vendor shall be responsible for any and all additional re-
procurement costs to the BOPC.

LIQUIDATION OF DAMAGES

43.

If the successful vendor fails to deliver the equipment or perform the services within the time specified
in this contract, or any extension thereof, the actual damage to the BOPC for the delay will be difficult
or impossible to determine. Therefore, in lieu of actual damages, the successful vendor shall pay to
the BOPC as fixed, agreed and liquidated damages for each calendar day of delay, the amount set
forth below. In the event the successful vendor shall be liable, in addition to the excess costs, for
such liquidated damages accruing until such time as the BOPC may reasonably obtain delivery or
performance of similar equipment or services. The successful vendor shall not be charged liquidated
damages when the delay arises out of causes beyond the reasonable control and without the faults of
negligence of the successful vendor. The BOPC shall ascertain the facts and extent of the delay and
shall extend the time for performance of the contract when in their judgment the findings of fact justify
an extension.

A. The liquidation damages are fixed and agreed to in the amount of Five Hundred
Dollars ($500.00) per calendar day of default. The total liability of liquidated
damages shall not exceed five percent (5%) of the total contract price.

B. There shall be two (2) events of default and the liquidated damages will occur on the first
calendar day thereafter.

C. The BOPC shall have the right to deduct the liquidated damages from any money
due, or to become due, to the successful vendor, or to sue for and recover
compensation for damages for nonperformance of this contract within the time
stipulated.

A. General installation guidelines. The scope of work involves professional installation of law
enforcement specific and/or emergency type electronic equipment in Kansas City Missouri Police
Department Vehicles. “Professional installation” is wording that is not limited to, but is inclusive of
vehicle occupant safety, neatness in appearance, usability, electrical safety, durability, longevity, and
serviceability. A professional installation should be expected to last the useful life of the vehicle. The
winning proposal must be based on a production of 2 complete vehicles per week.

1. All equipment in a specific vehicle platform should be set up in a consistent manner. This allows
Officers to be assigned to any vehicle with minimal training due to standardization of equipment
(Officer safety must be kept in mind at all times when installing equipment). KCPD will need each
vehicle to be installed in the same manner, even across platforms, when possible. This is not
limited to, but includes all wiring, fuses, fuse panels, circuit breakers, electrical connections, shrink
tubing, wire color, service loop, wire loom, wire clamps, wire ties, relays, switches, soldered
connections, siren & lighting configurations and so forth. A streamlined, consistent installation
allows for efficient troubleshooting, maintenance and the least amount of Officer down time.

2. All equipment must be mounted & secured to the vehicle, and wired as per the vehicle and
equipment manufacturers’ specifications as to not void applicable warranties.

3. If, during the install of any equipment, penetration of the vehicle’s exterior and / or engine
compartment or any place that may leak water or is exposed to outside elements, all holes must be
properly and permanently sealed upon completion by means of Henkel LOCTITE 5900 sealant
and applied according to manufacturer’s specifications and directions. Each tube of LOCTITE
5900 has an expiration date. No LOCTITE 5900 may be used past the listed expiration date.

4. All electrical wire 6 gauge and smaller must be SXL cross-linked polyethylene (XLPE).

5. All electrical wire larger than 6 gauge must be SXL (XLPE) or Trystar brand Tryflex Industrial
welding / battery cable that includes an ASTM B172 Rope stranded copper conductor, vinyl
insulator between the copper and the outer jacket, insulated with oil and water resistant elastomer
rubber hybrid compound and a temperature rating of -49°C to +105°C or better. When ordering
you must indicate to Trystar that the Tryflex welding cable will be used as an automotive battery
wire so that the SAE specification will be printed onto the outside insulation.

6. Unless otherwise preapproved by KCPD Communications Support Management, the main
installed power feed must be a red positive 2 gauge wire and a black negative 2 gauge wire. The
red wire must be bonded to a solenoid that must be installed inside the engine compartment. The
other side of the solenoid must be bonded to a fuse holder by way of a short red 2 gauge wire. The
other side of the fuse holder must bond directly to the vehicle’s positive battery terminal. The black 2 gauge
wire must bond directly to the vehicle’s negative battery terminal.

Any wire or wire harness that resides outside of the vehicle, engine compartment and any place
that my leak water or is exposed to outside elements, or wire that is larger than 12 gauge must be
protected in flame retardant split loom that meets or exceeds UL 94-V2 rating for flame retardancy,
with a temperature range of -40°C to 135°C (-40°F to 275°F) and is distinctly identified by a blue
stripe running its entire length. The wire loom must be wrapped with no gaps by way of premium
quality flame-retardant 3M Scotch Super 88 vinyl electrical tape. Alternatively the wire loom may
be double wrapped with Tesa 4173 PV2 19mm wide or wider tape. The tape wrap may end at no
less than 4 inches to the inside of the vehicle. This further flame proofs the harness, prevents any
entry point for water to travel inside the loom and adds a layer of protection against abrasions and
punctures.

*Tapix PLHT-100 manual wire harness tape dispenser is recommended.

The Red two gauge wire must adhere to A-7 above. However, the red 2 gauge wire must also be
taped the entire length of the wire. The only exception is for a very small section at each end of
the wire to allow easy stripping of the insulation to install electrical terminals.

The wire used for each circuit must be sized as to not exceed an absolute maximum of a .5 VVdrop
from the vehicle’s battery to device power input. Voltage drop will be calculated for all equipment
at maximum rated current draw. This includes all primary and secondary power wires. If the
installer calculates a voltage drop of .5 VDC (using 12 volts as reference) while wire sizing a
particular circuit, the next largest wire size must be used. KCPD will provide a Microsoft Excel
spreadsheet that allows the installer to calculate VVdrop. All VVdrop calculations must be calculated
using 12 volts as the power supply battery voltage input. In all cases no wire smaller than 18 gauge
will be used unless approved by KCPD Communications Support Management.

All grounding points will be electrically bonded using the same size wire as calculated above. A
central grounding point is to be installed on the equipment tray and in the center equipment
console. IN NO CASE WILL ANY KCPD EQUIPMENT USE THE VEHICLE CHASSIS
AS A NEGATIVE GROUND RETURN OR ELECTRICAL CONNECTION FOR ANY
REASON.

All connectors must be installed per manufacturers’ directions. Crimpers and dies must be
professional grade and must meet all manufacturers’ specifications for the connector used.

Wire to wire connections shall be connected by premium uninsulated butt connector, crimped,
soldered and covered with only TRANSPARENT adhesive heat shrink, premium insulated crimp
butt connector or other device / method approved by KCPD Communications Support
Management. No Scotchlok, Posi-Tap or similar type connectors allowed! Exterior connections
must be soldered and protected from abrasion and corrosion. All connections must pass a standard
pull test. A maximum of one splice per circuit /wire may be used. Tape may ONLY be used to
over-wrap split loom. Tape may not be used to insulate any electrical connection or for any other purpose.
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20.

a. Some circuits will use Delphi/Packard connectors in particular areas outside of the
vehicle.

b. Wire connections under trim behind rear driver seat must be Wago brand COMPACT
splicing connectors.

c. Some of the Panasonic Arbitrator wiring must be modified with Molex brand MX150
series connectors.

d. Wire 14 gauge and smaller may be connected by way of a “Western Union” style splice,
then soldered and covered with premium transparent adhesive heat shrink tubing.

No wire larger than 6 gauge may be spliced for any reason. Any wire splice from 6 gauge through
12 gauge, must be properly crimped by way of proper sized non-insulated butt type connector,
soldered and covered with premium transparent adhesive heat shrink tubing.

Any and all wire splices and terminals must have the appropriate size splicing connector / terminal
used based on wire gauge, e.g., a blue colored butt connector may only be used for 16 through 14
gauge wire.

a. Allring, spade / fork terminals must be the appropriate size for the stud it will bond to.
Only the smallest size available that will freely fit the electrical stud may be used.

b. No electrical connector may be modified in any way, e.g., a ring terminal hole may not
be drilled to allow it to fit a particular electrical stud.

All heat shrink coverings must extend the splice by a minimum of a %4” on each side.

When practicable all cabling / wiring must be installed behind body trim or other channels as to
keep a neat looking professional install and to protect it from normal daily traffic abuse as well as
potential vandalism from a prisoner.

All cabling must include a service loop at each end. When practicable enough cable should be
included to allow replacement of the connectors. This loop / extra cable must not be excessive but
adequate to allow rapid installation and removal of each piece of installed equipment.

Cables routed on or off an equipment tray must be routed to allow full travel of the equipment tray
for service access without binding or abrasion.

All cabling / wiring must be routed, bonded & installed in an electrically safe manner and free
from abrasion and excessive heat.

If for any reason the manufacturers’ provided wiring needs to be extended or repaired, the wire
used must be equal in size or one gauge larger.

If applicable to OEM vehicle wiring, and available as a feature in the aftermarket hardware, all

vehicles must have the siren disable while in park feature installed. Siren horn ring transfer will
not be utilized.
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21. Any specifics pertaining to equipment locations will be defined by the Kansas City Missouri Police
Department’s Communications Support Commander in conjunction with Fleet Operations
Commander or designated representative. Once agreed upon all like vehicles are to be installed in
consistent manner.

22. All contracted vehicle installations are subjected to a minimum of a three part quality control
inspection.

a.

KCPD Communications Support or the winning bidder designee will be notified prior to
reinstallation of any / all items such as vehicle trim pieces, seats, covers, etc., and a pre-
quality control inspection will be completed by Communications Support personnel or the
winning bidder designee. The choice of who performs the pre-QCI will be at the discretion
of KCPD Communications Support management and is subject to change.

Installer must perform a post installation inspection prior to release to KCPD. This will
include operational test of all equipment and a visual inspection of the complete install
work. Radio antenna system is to be tested on a 30 watt full power conventional talk group.
RF power out must be between 28 & 31 watts. Reflected power must be 1 watt or less.
Power must be tested with an instrument that has current NIST certification of calibration
and a label affixed to the instrument indicating the most recent calibration date and when
the current calibration expires. Any power measuring meter used other than a Bird
Electronics model 43, APM-16, or 4308 must be approved from KCPD Communications
Support Management.

KCPD Communications Support will perform a final acceptance inspection upon delivery.
Remedies for final inspection failure will be at the direction of KCPD and will be expected
to be resolved within 5 business days. This should not be allowed to impact delivery of
subsequent vehicles.

23. All SMA RF connectors MUST be properly torqued with a professional grade certified torque
wrench. SMA connectors must be tightened to no less than 3 in-Ibs and not exceed 5 in-Ibs. If a
torque wrench is dropped onto the floor or banged around in any way, it must be recertified or
replaced. All torque wrenches must be operated per manufacturers’ direction, e.g., the Huber
Suhner 74Z-0-0-79 SMA torque wrench requires it be held in a certain place when operating the

tool.

B. Vendor Supplied Equipment. Unless otherwise stated, KCPD will ONLY provide required two-way
radio, in-car camera system and mobile computer. The contractor will be responsible to provide all items
listed on the specifications sheets and all other parts & hardware, such as, switches, relays, clamps, nuts,
bolts, shrink tubing, wire loom, electrical connectors, screws, sealant, wire, fuses, etc., that are necessary
to complete the install.

1. There may be times where KCPD Comm. Support will supply some vendor equipment listed on
the specifications sheets such as used docking stations, equipment trays, MDC mounting and
consoles.
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2. All installer supplied bolts 74 and larger must be SAE grade 5 & silver on color. All nuts 4” and
larger must be SAE GRADE 8 and yellow zinc in color.

3. All installer supplied bolts %4 and larger must be hex head only.
4. All installer supplied nuts must be k-lock type hex nuts. These are also known as Keps nuts.
5. No self-tapping screws unless preapproved by KCPD Comm. Support management

6. ALL installer provided RF antenna coax must be the Larsen NMOKHF200NOCONN or a KCPD
approved equivalent.

7. All insulated crimp connectors and terminals must be nylon, not vinyl or other material.
8. All split loom used must adhere to specifications in paragraph A.7.

C. Additional notes:

1. A sample vehicle will be made available for measurements and photos, schedule to be announced.

2. Some vehicles might need equipped for a Genetec AutoVVu SharpZ3 automatic license plate reader
or a Ray Allen K-9 Deployment & Heat Alert System. These may be covered in an additional
quote.

3. Additional qualifications — please list all brands of equipment that your shop holds special
qualifications/certifications for. For example “Authorized repair center” or “Authorized installer”.

4. Bidder must be an experienced Land Mobile Radio service shop with a minimum of one qualified
radio technician to oversee and inspect installations. Provide 4 references from other local
government customers (Reference sheets are included in the proposal).

5. Installers must be trained & certified by Panasonic on the in-vehicle installation of the Panasonic
Arbitrator MK3 Full HD 360 Digital Video System.
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1. CH-721 remote control unit is to be mounted flush into the Gamber Johnson console.

a. The white wire from the power cable is to be extended with a grey 14 gauge wire and
connected to PDU terminal # 24.

b. The red wire from power cable is to be extended with a white/yellow 14 gauge wire and
connected to PDU terminal # 16.

c. The black wire from the power cable is to be connected to the negative terminal block
mounted inside the console.

d. A CAN buss cable will connect to one of the CH-721 and radio transceiver CAN ports. The
90 degree end of the cable will connect to the transceiver. ALL UNUSED CAN BUS
PORTS FOR BOTH THE RADIO TRANSCEIVER AND CH-721 CONTROL UNIT
MUST BE TERMINATED WITH A PROPER KCPD PROVIDED HARRIS CAN BUS
TERMINATOR. CHECKING FOR PROPER TERIMINATORS MUST BE PART OF
THE QUALITY CONTROL INSPECTION.

e. Note: The CH-721 power cable can appear to some as the same radio transceiver power
cable. However, the CH-721 power cable has smaller gauge wires. The proper power cable
must be used with the CH-721 control head and the transceiver.

f. Inside the vehicles dash is a Ford factory connector that bonds the AM/FM radio to all of the
factory speakers. Disconnect this connector. The speaker side harness routes downward
inside the dash. The AM/FM radio side routes upward inside the dash. No less than 3 inches
away from the speaker side of the connector, cut the blue, white/brown, yellow/orange & the
green/brown wire.

g. The white/brown negative wire from the vehicle’s front driver door AM/FM speaker will be
bonded and soldered to the passenger side door yellow/orange positive speaker wire.

h. 14 gauge speaker wire is to be used with two pins (60620-5). The two pins are to be inserted
into the connector housing (1-480319-0). This will connect to the factory CH-721 short
speaker cable. The other end of the 14 gauge wire will connect to the Ford Utility’s front left
and right door speakers wired in series. One of the 14 gauge wires is to be bonded & soldered
to the driver side speaker blue positive wire. The other 14 gauge wire is to be bonded &
soldered to the passenger door speaker green/brown negative wire.

2. MT7300 transceiver is to be mounted on the Troy electronics tray that mounts under the Troy
cargo floor.

a. The white wire from power cable is not to be used. To prevent shorted circuits and / or
electrical damage the white wire must have heat shrink tubing applied so that no copper wire
IS exposed.

b. The red wire from the power cable is to be connected to PDU terminal # 17.

c. The black wire from power cable is to be connected to negative terminal block mounted on
the electronics tray.

d. RFindustries RFT-1202-C2 TNC, MALE CRIMP CONNECTOR (for LMR-200) will be
used for the RF connection. The RF connector ferrule is to be crimped & the center pin is to
be properly soldered to the NMOKHF200NOCONN coax. The other end of the coax will
route to the vehicle’s roof where the radio’s PCTCN7080 antenna will be installed.
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1. Arbitrator DC power input
a. Main power for the video system comes from the battery backup unit via the LIND power
distribution center.
b. The red wire coming out of the battery backup unit is to be connected to PDU terminal # 15.
The black wire coming out the battery backup unit is to be connected to PDU terminal # 35.
d. The white wire coming out of the battery backup must be extended with an 18 gauge white wire
and connected to PDU terminal # 7.

2. Power distribution center GPl and GPO connections
» All GPI & GPO connections are to have Molex MX150 connectors installed.
> All connections coming from the power distribution box are to have MX150 female pins installed.
» Both 8 pin wireless mic MX150 connectors must be labeled with RX1 & RX2 as appropriate.

a. Wireless Mic 1 record - yellow wire is to be connected to GPI 1 (J1-1) via pin 1 of RX1’s MX150 8
circuit connector.

b. Wireless MIC 1 sync - green wire is to be connected to GPI 2 (J1-2) via pin 2 of RX1’s MX150 8 circuit
connector.

c. Wireless MIC 1 mute - white wire is to be connected to GPI 3 (J1-3) via pin 3 of RX1’s MX150 8 circuit
connector.

d. Wireless MIC 1 AUX CMD - red wire is to be connected to GPI 7 (J1-7) via pin 4 of RX1’s MX150 8
circuit connector.

e. Wireless MIC 1 PWR - red wire is to be connected to a positive marked position on J3 via pin 5 of
RX1’s MX150 8 circuit connector

f.  Wireless MIC 1 GND - black wire is to be connected to a negative marked position on J3 via pin 6 of
RX1’s MX150 8 circuit connector

g. Wireless MIC 1 VPU Record - blue wire is to be connected to GPO 1 (J1-21) via pin 7 of RX1’s MX150
8 circuit connector.

h. Wireless MIC 2 record - yellow wire is to be connected to GPI 4 (J1-4) via pin 1 of RX2’s MX150 8
circuit connector.

i. Wireless MIC 2 sync - green wire is to be connected to GPI 5 (J1-5) via pin 2 of RX2’s MX150 8 circuit
connector.

j. Wireless MIC 2 mute - white wire is to be connected to GPI 6 (J1-6) via pin 3 of RX2’s MX150 8 circuit
connector.

k. Wireless MIC 2 AUX CMD - red wire is to be connected to GPI 7 (J1-7) via pin 4 of RX2’s MX150 8
circuit connector.

I.  Wireless MIC 2 PWR - red wire is to be connected to a positive marked position on J3 via pin 5 of
RX2’s MX150 8 circuit connector.

m. Wireless MIC 2 GND - black wire is to be connected to a negative marked position on J3 via pin 6 of
RX2’s MX150 8 circuit connector.

n. Wireless MIC 2 VPU record - blue wire is to be connected to GPO 1 (J1-21) via pin 7 of RX2’s MX150
8 circuit connector.

0. Siren level 2-3 lights - an 18 gauge white wire is to be used to connect to GPI 8 (J1-8) via pin 1 of the
power distribution center’s MX150 12 circuit connector. Pin 1 on the mating connector with male
pins will connect the Pathfinder’s amplifier by running an 18 gauge white wire and bonding it to the
amplifiers relay 12 wire.
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p. Vehicle Brake sensor - a white/blue 18 gauge wire is to be used to connect to GPI 9 (J1-9) via pin 2 of
the power distribution center’s MX150 12 circuit connector. Pin 2 of the mating connector with
male pins is to be connected to pin 8 of Ford’s 14 pin connector located underneath where the
console will be mounted by way of a white/blue 18 gauge wire.

w. Battery backup alarm - purple wire is to be connected to GPI 14 (J1-14) via pin 8 of the power
distribution center’s MX150 12 circuit connector.

Xx. Common Trigger Box (CTB) record - red wire is to be connected to GPI 15 (J1-15) via pin 9 of the
power distribution center’s MX150 12 circuit connector.

y. Common Trigger Box record output - black wire to be connected to GPO 4 (J1-24) via pin 10 of the
power distribution center’s MX150 12 circuit connector.

3. Common Trigger Box (CTB) connections
a. Arbitrator system record trigger - red wire is to be connected to CTB terminal marked GPO 1.

b. Body worn camera record trigger - black wire is to be connected to CTB terminal marked GPI 1.

4. For all other connections refer to the manufactures installation Manual.
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A. Federal Signal Pathfinder connections

1. Pathfinder main DC power input

a. A 10 gauge red wire is to be ran from the Pathfinder’s main positive power input terminal,
to a maxi fuse holder that is to be fused at 30 amps. The other side of the maxi fuse holder
will connect the red power distribution post.

SIREN SPEAKER 1’S BLACK WIRE. AMPLIFIER’S SPEAKER 1 (-) BROWN WIRE (CONN1-PIN4)
MUST BE ELECTRICLY CONECTED TO SIREN SPEAKER 1’S WHITE WIRE.

b. AMPLIFIER’S SPEAKER 2 (+) WHITE/BLUE WIRE (CONN1-PIN5) MUST BE ELECTRICLY
CONNECTED TO SIREN SPEAKER 2’S BLACK WIRE. SPEAKER 2 (-) WHITE/BROWN WIRE
(CONN1-PIN6) MUST BE ELECTRICLY CONNECT TO SPEAKER 2’S WHITE WIRE.

c. Rumbler input connects to Speaker 1’s circuit. See B.2 on page 2 for further details.

d. Arbitrator’s Siren interface connects to Speaker 2’s circuit. See Appendix B, 2.t. for further
details.

6. Pathfinder siren amplifier box Connector 1
a. lIgnition yellow wire (conn1-pin8) is to be connected to PDU terminal # 8.

b. Park gray wire (connl-pin9) connects to the vehicles 14-way connector pin 12 underneath
where the console mounts.

7. Pathfinder siren box Connector 2
a. Relay 1 black wire (conn2-pin8) connects to the vehicle’s rear driver side LED modules.

b. Relay 2 green wire (conn2-pin9) connects to the vehicle’s rear passenger side LED modules.
c. ATE Connectivity V23234-B1001-X004 relay is to be mounted on the equipment tray. Terminal #

86 & # 30 is to be connected to the black power distribution post with two 18 gauge black wires.

Terminal # 85 will connect to the amplifier’s relay 3 white wire (conn2-pin10). An 18 gauge tan

wire is to be connected to relay Terminal # 87. The other side of the tan wire is to be ran to an

area under the trim piece located beside the rear driver seat. By way of a 3-conductor Wago

COMPACT splicing connector, this tan wire will bond to another 18 gauge tan wire that is to be

ran to the Ford provided 14 pin connector located underneath where the console will be

installed. This tan wire is to be connected to the orange/green wire that comes from pin 1 on
the Ford provided 14 pin connector.

d. Relay 4 yellow (conn2-pin11) wire is to be extended with a 14 gauge red/white wire and
conneced to front driver side LED modules.

e. Relay 5 gray wire (conn2-pin7) is to be extended with a 14 gauge black/purple wire and
connected to the front passenger side LED modules.
Relay 6 orange wire (conn2-pinl2) is to be connected to the Rumbler’s white trigger wire.

g. Relay 7 violet wire (conn2-pin3) is to be extended with a 14 gauge orange/green wire and to the
red positive power wire for both gun locks.

h. Relay 8 red wire (conn2-pin2) is to be extended with a 14 gauge red/gray wire and connected to
the hatch LED module.

i. Relay 12 connection connects to the Arbitrator GPI 9 (J1-9) with an 18 gauge white wire through
pin 1 of the power distribution center’s MX150 12 circuit connector. See Appendix B, B.3.i.

The white/yellow, orange, violet, white/red, white/orange, white, white/green & green wire from

connector 1 are not used. The blue, brown, & pink relay wires form connector 2 are not used.

However, to prevent shorted circuits and / or electrical damage all unused wires must have heat

shrink tubing applied so that no copper wire is exposed.

B. Federal Signal Rumbler connections

Rumbler DC power input

a. Rumbler power input red positive wire is to be connected to PDU on terminal # 19.

b. Rumbler power input black negative wire is to be extended with a 14 gauge black wire and

connected to any available PDU GND terminal # 33 — 40.

1 blue wire that connects to the Pathfinder’s amplifier.
b. Connect the Rumbler’s brown wire in parallel to the Pathfinder’s speaker 1 brown wire.
See our equipment tray sample and refer to the Rumbler’s install manual for all other wiring
connections.
