especially Wyandotte County Deputy Sheriff Elijah Ming.
| invited the members of the 184th to recognize that now they had a special
relationship, a bond, with Officer Montgomery, and, every Spring, when all
fallen officers are remembered, as his name is sounded, they would remember
this day’s run and say “Yes, yes, he’s one of ours.” And in that moment
rededicate themselves to the highest ideals of those who serve as police
officers, called to protect and serve. Officer Montgomery could leave no

greater legacy to his fellow officers than this. He did not die in vain.
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
